Mission field : Guingamp, Brittany, France

Dates: The Summer Team will run from Saturday 5" to Saturday 19 ™ July
2008. You will be expected to arrive on Saturday 5™ July. You can return to the
UK on Saturday 19" July, or you may wish to extend your stay in France for a bit

longer.

Team Members : up to 8 people aged 18+

What will the team do_? The team will be
working alongside the Eglise Protestante [{ B
Evangélique in Guingamp, helping with | §i
local outreach through literature |
distribution, and participating in special
evangelistic meetings in the evenings.
These meetings will feature a gospel ¢
message and some testimonies. There will
also be times of team fellowship along with
the church members. It won’'t be all hard
work and no play — there will be some free

time, and Guingamp is in a picturesque part of Brlttany W|th plenty of places to
visit: lovely beaches, quaint little towns and villages and lots of créperies! Expect
a challenging 2 weeks but a hugely rewarding time too! A different culture and a
different language, but the people here are serving the same God.

Requirements : You need to be willing to serve, a team player, flexible, willing to
learn, patient and ready to take on new challenges. You don’t need to speak
perfect French but a basic knowledge of the language, e.g. GCSE or Standard
Grade French would be a great help.

Accommodation : The team will be staying in
a self-catering gite at Keranguern which is near
the church. The (ite, called “Reinette

d’Armorique”, can take up to 8 people. More

How much will it cost _?

o Cost of flights can vary depending on the airline and on how soon they are
booked. Usually the sooner flights are booked the cheaper they will be! The best
option is to fly with Ryanair from London Stansted to Dinard.

o Cost of food, accommodation and travel within Brittany: £300 for the two
weeks.

o Personal spending money. You might also want to do one or two shopping trips
and other leisure activities.

Travel and insurance : France is an EU
member country and so travel to and from
France is easy. But you will still need a valid
passport and a European Health Card , which
can be obtained from your local post office or
www.dh.gov.uk (this is the quickest way).
Travel and health insurance is up to each
individual. UFM can help to arrange insurance
cover and/or give advice on flights.

If you feel that God is leading you to join a
team in Guingamp this summer, pray about it,
talk to the leaders of your church and get in
touch with us, no later than 29™ February
2008, if possible.
