
 
 
 
 
 
 
Location : Jászberény, Hungary 
 
Dates : The English Holiday Club  will run between Monday 7 and Friday 11 July 
2008. You will need to arrive on Saturday 5 July and to return to the UK on 
Saturday 12 July at the earliest or you may wish to extend your stay for a bit longer. 
 
Team members : up to 6 people aged 18+. 
 
What will the team do ? The team will be working alongside the established 
Reformed Church in Jászberény, which is 50 miles east of Budapest, helping with a 

week long English Holiday Club .  We 
will be based at the church where the 
classes will take place.  The programme 
of the camp will include games, 
exercises, stories, songs etc. in English 
with some Bible teaching. New and 
original ideas are welcome!  There won’t 
be anyone among the campers who is an 
absolute beginner in learning English.  
Expected number of campers will be 
around 80 people, ranging from children 
to adults.  We will teach them in 3 
groups.  Your work with us will be 

assisted by 3 or more Hungarian volunteers.  The amount of preparation that would 
need to be done for the club requires you to do most of it beforehand before you 
come to Hungary.  This will ease the pressure of any necessary daily preparation.  
Expect a challenging week but a hugely rewarding one too!  A totally different 
culture, hearing a totally different language, but working with Hungarian people who 
are serving the same God. 
 
 
Requirements : You need to be willing to serve, a 
team player, flexible, willing to learn, patient and 
ready to take on new challenges. You don’t need 
to speak any Hungarian, but you are expected 
either to have some experience in teaching 
English or at least have a keen spirit to share 
your English with us, and ideally one or more of 
you should be able to preach and have a driving 
licence in case you decide to hire a car. 



Accommodation : This is the best part! An ideal 
self-catering (only breakfast and the occasional 
evening meal here) place comprising two chalets 
on the same property able to accommodate up to 
10 people. So you will have plenty of room. A 
fully equipped kitchen, outside place for BBQs, 
washing machine, two shower rooms, etc. are on 
the premises. All this is next door to an open-air 
swimming pool and spa! Sounds good? It 
certainly is an ideal place to relax and prepare 
for each day of the Summer Camp. 

 
 
How much will it cost ? 

o Cost of direct flights to Budapest varies depending on the airline. The sooner 
booked the cheaper! 

o Food, accommodation and travel within Hungary: £250 for the week. 
 
Travel and insurance : Hungary is an EU member country, thus travel and entry 
into Hungary is as easy as it is to any other EU country. But you will still need a 
valid passport  and a European Health Card , which can be obtained from your 
local post office or www.dh.gov.uk. (This is the quickest way). Travel and health 
insurance is up to each individual. UFM can help to arrange insurance cover or give 
advice on flights.  
 
If you think that God may be leading you to join the team in Jászberény this 
summer, pray about it, talk to the leaders of your church and get in touch with us.
